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I. Introductions

II. Approval of the Agenda 
Motion to approve was made by Ms. Sena and seconded by Ms. Doran. Motion 
passed unanimously.   
 
III. Consideration of Amendments 
a) Syzygy Tile – Silver City 

The company requested a total of $9,180.00 for 2 trainees at an average wage of 
$12.75 per hour. The company has been approved for JTIP on one previous occasion. 

The company expressed appreciation for JTIP and stated that Jeff Abrams with MEP 
helped the company find room for more employees. 
 

A motion to approve this request was made by Ms. Doran and seconded by Mr. 
Duske. Motion passed unanimously. 
 
b) Specifica, Inc. – Santa Fe 

The company requested a total of $17,188.60 for 1 trainee at an average wage of 
$30.05 per hour. The company has been approved for JTIP on three previous 
occasions. 

The company expressed appreciation for JTIP and stated that they are growing and that 
things are going well.

c) The Boeing Company – Albuquerque

$49.89 per hour. The company has been approved for JTIP on eight previous 
occasions. 

The company expressed appreciation for JTIP and stated that they are on track to hire 
on previous/active projects and have four starting today.

IV. Consideration of Proposals 
a) Supply One – Albuquerque 

The company requested a total of $28,960.00 for 7 trainees at an average wage of 
$16.36 per hour. The company has been approved for JTIP on three previous 
occasions. 

The company expressed appreciation for JTIP; stated that they are on a growing trend 
and work hand in hand with Workforce Solutions.  
 

A motion to approve this request was made by Ms. Doran and seconded by Mr. 
Duske. Motion passed unanimously. 
 
b) Reflective Jewelry – Santa Fe 

The company requested a total of $12,280.00 for 1 trainee at an average wage of 
$23.50 per hour. This is the first time the company has applied for JTIP. 
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The company expressed appreciation for JTIP; gave an overall overview and stated that 
they are the only fair-trade jeweler in the US; they have pioneered ethical sourcing of 
gold bullion; and that the gold can be traceable to the mine.

Motion passed unanimously. 
 
c) Vibrant Corporation – Albuquerque 

The company requested a total of $157,280.00 for 7 trainees at an average wage of 
$40.07 per hour. The company has been approved for JTIP on nine previous occasions. 

The company stated that they are growing, however, growth was pushed back a bit due 
to COVID and their supply chain was also affected by COVID; they’ve also had growth 
in other aerospace areas as well; are doing more manufacturing locally; have a lot of 
NM suppliers; retention rate is about 8-9 years; they have NM University graduates that 
have joined the company; will see over $9 million in revenue this year and will have 
$375k in equipment by the end of March. 
 

A motion to approve this request was made by Ms. Doran and seconded by Ms. Sena. 
Motion passed unanimously. 
 
d) MTX Group – Albuquerque 

The company requested a total of $228,866.08 for 10 trainees at an average wage of 
$42.76 per hour. The company has been approved for JTIP on one previous occasion. 

The company expressed appreciation for JTIP and thanked Ms. Borrego for her 
summary.   
 

A motion to approve this request was made by Ms. Sena and seconded by Mr. Duske. 
Motion passed unanimously. 
 
e) IDEAS Engineering & Technology – Albuquerque 

The company requested a total of $120,370.00 for 6 trainees at an average wage of 
$36.25 per hour. The company has been approved for JTIP on two previous occasions. 

The company expressed appreciation for JTIP. Ms. Doran mentioned that the Engineer 
position’s wage was a little low and the company stated that they do evaluate 
rates/wages, however, the market is very competitive.  
 

A motion to approve this request was made by Mr. Duske and seconded by Ms. 
Doran. Motion passed unanimously. 
 
f) Lancs Industries, Inc. – Albuquerque  
The company requested a total of $178,930.00 for 54 trainees at an average wage of 
$16.46 per hour. The company has been approved for JTIP on two previous occasions.

The company expressed appreciation for JTIP and stated that they are planning another 
six flights; will test software; are starting production of in-house composites; will be 
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starting intern positions and wants to bring broadband to rural areas.

h) New Mexico Wineries, Inc. – Deming 

The company requested a total of $14,770.00 for 3 trainees at an average wage of
