• Government Results and Opportunity Expendable Trust - 3-year pilot program, $20 million for 3 
years ($60 million total) 

• $2 million for 3 years for Be Pro, Be Proud 

• $600k for DWS for pre-appren�ceships and internship funding 

• $40 million pilot program for appren�ceships – creates trust fund for appren�ceship programs. 
• Dixon and Serrato got addi�onal funding for affordable housing, $75 million for economic 

development work – for NMEDD.
