Grant programs for eligible entities with a reliable source of funding to increase competitiveness for
hundreds of federal grant programs that require a local match: matching grants, project
implementation grants, and federal compliance offset grants. Applications accepted on an
ongoing basis.

Main Street America Small Biz Digital Trainers
Virtual and on-demand small business training sessions that provide technical assistance and
